Thomas Merritt 1863-1908

“Coenish Carol composer extraordinary was born 26
October 1863 in the parish of [llogan where he lived all his
life. Amongst other music, most sacred, he composed
twelve carols. He died on 17 April 1908,

The son of an Illogan miner, he had little formal
training in music until after the age of 18. There was no
money 1o support the development of his musical talents.

After leaving Pool board School aged eleven, he
worked at Carn Brea Mine and Tolvaddon Tin Streaming
Works, but was teo frail to cope with the heavy work
invelved, He was lucky, however, to get a job as an
organist at Chili Road Chapel and later Fore Street
Methodist Church at 1llogan Highway.

All through his life. even by candle light in his
small contage, he worked at composing, writing oratonios,
anthems, carols and hymns which quickly became popular
in Cornwall. As unemployed miners traveled overseas in
the Depression, they 1ok these carols with them, and
choirs in Grags Valley, Cabfornia, or in Moonta and
Wallarce in Australia, still sing them. Merriu also
conducted lecal choirs and wrote for the many brass and
silver bands in the Camborne-Redruth arca.

For appetisers we had Welsh
Rarebit and Cormnwall Patties. They
were both good. For a main course 1
had Beef Wellington and my wife had
the seafood plawer.

For dessert, 1 had Whiskey Bread
