the smallest borough in Pennsylvania ~ where you met and
were the guests of Joe and Rusty Herd and Clyde and Lilhe
Roberts.

Sceking information on John GLASSON, son of John and
Mary Jane (Meddlan) Glasson.

John Glasson (jnr) arrived in Australia in 1876,
and married in Maryborough, Victoria in 1881, He died in
1908, aged SO. Both his marriage and death ceruficates
give his place of birth as Pennsylvania, and more precisely
it is beheved by family to be Piusburgh. His age at date of
marriage (24) and death (50) would place his date of birth
atc. 1857, His occupation was “miner” and his marriage
certificate lists his father's as “miner.”

I am most interested in any advice on how to:
-locate a birth certificata for John Glasson (jnr) c. 1857
-researching possible marriage certificate for John Glasson
(snr) and Mary Janc Mcddlan, say carly 1850's
