1 was most interested in “Cornwall in the Winter™ by Paula
Boyer Roughny (Feb. 23). [ was disappointed she did not
mention the Q memorial on the cliffs at Penleath Point in
Fowey. Q, Sir Arthur Quiller-Couch, was a great Cornish-
man and his memonal is quite a landmark.

Sir Arthur, a stylist and editor, notably of the
Oxford Book of English Verse, was an author of novels,
which he signed simply “Q." He was also a fellow of Jesus
College, Cambridge, and a professor of English at the uni-
versity. He was boen in Comnwall in 1863 and died in
Fowey in 1944, He said that several of his novels were in-
spired by walking on the cliffs where the memorial now is.

I have a particular interest in the memorial, which

| was dedicated on Sept. 5, 1948, My father designed the 13-

foot monument and it was carved at the De Lanke Granite
Quarries, where he was manager. These quarnes also pro-
vided the granite for the Eddystone Lighthouse, as well as
the Magna Carta and John F. Kennedy Memonals at Run-
nymede. <
