In the carly 1900's several Cornish families armived
in Vineland, Cumberiand County, New Jersey, They
all came from upper Michigan and many had been to
ether mining areas before, They were mostly related
and one family brought another. The winters in
Michigan were long, dark and cold. [n winter they
seldom saw the sun and all were tired of underground
waork. They heard that South Jersey was a
developing poultry and farm arca with milder
winters.

It is not known who the first arrivals were
but the Methodist church records show that between
1903 and 1910, most of them had become members
It 15 believed that Herbert Pooley and his family
arrived about 1903, Followed soon after by Sydney
Dyer and his family. Herbert Pooley's wife was
Sydney Dyer’s sister. Pooley bought a large tract of
land on Lincoln Avenue in South Vineland. In the
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in Franklin. Litle did they know that life would take
them on many travels, including three more stays in
Cornwall.

They have had the good fortunc w visil
Canada and South Africa many times, since both
daughters have lived out of the U.S. for much of their
married lives. Other tips were to Italy, France,
Switzerland, Germany, and Brazil. They also have
been to Portugal, Mexico, Holland, Hong Kong, and
while on a cruise had one-day stops in Copenhagen,
Stockholm, Tallin Estonia, Helsinki, and St.
