Everyone remembers
the same incident in a different manner.. _sometimes
so much so that it doesn’t seem possible that you can
be describing the same happening! Your memories
of your parents and other relatives are also unique
and are important to immortalize for your family. In
addition to your family (siblings, childzen, meces and
nephews, cousing — they all should receive o copy),
don't forget to offer one to your local historical
society, library and any other repository that might be
interested, Though it may, a1 first, be depressing to
think of it that way, your life is history. Share it!
