Can vou identify anyone
in this photograph??? B
It came to me from my
cousin, Loie Goldsworthy
Keast, The man in the
white shirt and straw hat
is Alfred John Lobb, her
grandfather and my great
grandfather. That fact
alone places the photo at
the Richard Mine. To the &
best of my knowledge '
(I'm willing to be cor-
rected), Pop was never

connected with any other mine. He became Assistant
1o James Arthur, Superintendent, in 1910,

SUPT. ARTHUR RESIGNS RICHARD MINE CONTROL
Wharton, Feb 13--James Arthur, who has been the
superintendent of the Thomas Iron Company at the
Richard Mine for more than twenty years, received a
letter from the company yesterday. accepring his res-
ignation, which will take effect February 28, express-
ing the company’s regret at Mr. Arthur's decision. and
thanking him for his faithfil services. It is believed
here that the resignation is due to the company’'s em-
porarily superseding him,

While the recent sircke was on at the mine Superin-
tendent Arthur was superseded by General Superin-
tendent Horace Boyd. Mr. Arthur let it be known thas
personally, he was not at all in sympathy with the or-
der that the miners eat their lunch below ground,
which was one of the two principal causes of the
strike. This arder, it is understood, emanated from
the company's principal office in Pennsylvama.

On February 28 (year as yet unknown), a
newspaper clipping, probably from the Newark

Evening News, found in his pocket diary announces
that he was removed from the superintendency, again

during a strike

No reason for the change was
given by the company.

Mr. Lobb's connection with the iron com-
pany covers thirty-two years. He siarted as a miner
and advanced slowly until he was made assistant to
Superintendent James Arthur in 1910, When Mr.
Arthur was removed in the course of the sirike in
[913, Mr. Lobl succeeded to the superintendency.
