It has suddenly occurred to me that in eight years of
four ten-page issues (sometimes more) cach, we have
never mentioned the unique qualies of Cornish sur-
names. “Elementary, my dear Watson.” What an
tmportant thing to overlook! When I am working on
anything Cornish {especially *The Cornish in New
Jersey”) A Handbook of Cornish Surnames by G.
Pawley White is always near at hand. So [ find my-
eIl quite remiss as your editor never to have written
on this subject

One of the first things a person learns abow
the Cornish people is:

By Tre, Ros, Pol, Lan, Car, and Pen

Ye shall know mast Cornishmen.
In the Cormish language. Pawley White tells us about
these prefixes and names:
Tre means village or homestead sa Treskewes
(tre ~ skewys) is a sheltered homestead
Ros i3 a heath or promontory making Rosevear
(ros — vur) & great heath
Pol means pool so Polmear {pol — mur) is & big pool
Lan is an enclosure, sometimes monastic, making
Landry (lan - dre) a churchyard or glebe
Car or ker means fort or camp and Cardew (car - du)
is a black or dark camp
Pen means head or end so that Pengelly (pen — gelly)
is the end of a copse

We must not for-
get those two wonderful picnics at Sylvia and Wasco's
home, Also unforgettable are our efforts at Orchard
Sweet Cemetery first in checking and recording tomb-
stones and later helping to clean up for Memorial Day.
